New Projects Are Around the Corner!

County Corp continues to be busy processing loans and consulting with businesses that need to purchase
buildings and equipment. It seems that many companies in the Miami Valley are experiencing growth and
that's exciting for the Dayton region.

At our May Board meeting, County Corp approved two sizable transactions. Unfortunately we are not able
to share the company names at this time. So, look for some exciting announcements about these
companies in our June BizCap Report.

What's Going On with Interest Rates?

For the sixth month in a row, the 20 year note rate has dropped. You have to go back to December 2017,
when the Note rate was at 2.78%, to see similar low rates. We watched as the rates climbed to 3.93% in
November 2018 and it has been falling ever since.

Likewise the 10 year note rate, which is adjusted every-other-month, has dropped to 2.92%. You have to go
back to January 2018 to see a lower rate (the note rate was at 2.64%.) So, rates continue to be very
attractive and allow business owners to lock in a low fixed interest rate on up to 40% of their fixed asset
acquisition. Please let us know if we can be of assistance.

Heather McGowan is an internationally known speaker, writer
and thought leader.

Recently, she originated the role of
Minister of Culture for Hyperloop Transportation Technologies.
McGowan is the co-author and co-editor of the book Disrupt
Together: How Teams Consistently Innovate.

Lydia Mihalik is the Director of the Ohio Development Services
Agency. The agency provides customer service and support to
businesses, communities and individual investors and
entrepreneurs to encourage economic development in the State.
Director Mihalik was appointed to lead the Agency by Governor
Mike DeWine. She comes to the agency after serving as the Mayor
of the City of Findlay. She is the first woman to hold the City’s
top post. As Mayor, she was a strong proponent of small business
and workforce development. She has been a board member for
the Ohio Mayors Alliance, a collaboration of Ohio’s 20 largest
cities, and has served on the Advisory Board for the U.S.
Conference of Mayors. Director Mihalik is a native of Indiana who
moved to Ohio to attend the University of Findlay, where she
earned a degree in political science. Her interest in public
administration earned her an internship with the City of Findlay,
which led to a full-time position in city economic development.
She has served as Grant Administrator for the Hancock Regional
Planning Commission. She serves on the Hancock County Red
Cross Board of Directors as well as Board of Directors for The
Partnership for Excellence.
